He has taken part in two Sundog Retreat carving programs
and learned from Yukon instructors Calvin Morberg, Ken Anderson,
Lewis McKenna and Vernon Asp.

Aaron makes paddles, plaques and masks.
He works mostly in basswood, yellow and red
cedar and wants to do more in the traditional
Yukon birch.

Aaron wants to learn to craft totem poles, and
would like to listen to more traditional stories from
his grandmother. He is also beginning to teach
other young people to carve and would like to
carry on with this important role.
